Materials List: 

• Pen (fountain pen or fine line pens – preferably waterproof inks, pencil (6B or 8B), 

eraser 

• Brushes – bring along what you have. Suggestion – one size 6 and 8 round soft brush; 

an angle brush or a dagger brush size 8– if you don’t have these it’s all good, will be 

discussing handling of brush and brushwork.  

• Watercolour pans 

• Tissue or paper towel 

• Sketchbook – suggestion – forget about getting 300gsm paper, this is a workshop – 

keep it basic – 140gsm or 150gsm – paper should have ability to sustain washes 

(suggestion – From ADARTS “Elements of Art” 150gsm 80pages about $19) 

My favourite sketchbook I take is also from Adart – “Milini” brand - 150gsm between $15 to
